We all have been touched by the rising inflation rate – close to 

8% on Long Island. The spike in gas and food prices combined 

with the high cost of housing has caused a shift of people who 

are turning to their local parish outreach for assistance. “There 

are many families working in our community and they do not 

qualify for Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program benefits -

- they are struggling to purchase the basic necessities. They are 

the new clients of our parish outreach.” Paula Malloy, Director of PSM, Catholic Charities of Long 

Island.  

Catholic Charities provides support and resources to local parish social ministry efforts on Long Island 

through several programs.  
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Easter PASCHAL CANDLE  
The Paschal Candle we have now has served as an incredible reminder of the light that 
shines through the darkness. At the Easter Vigil this year, we will prepare a new Paschal 
Candle. Because of our increased use of Seton Chapel we also purchase a smaller Paschal 
Candle for this space.  
  
Both candles will burn throughout the Easter season and for all baptisms and funerals 
throughout the remainder of the year. It is a sign of the “Light of Christ” that shatters the darkness of our 
world. Our new candles are handmade from beeswax and will be a beautiful sign of Easter light and hope. Be-
cause it is beeswax and handmade, it is expensive.  
 
A nice tradition has developed over the years at SJE. Members of the parish who 
had lost family members in the past year made an offering in memory of their 

loved one to assist with the costs related to the candles. If you and/or your family 

would like to do that, we would be most  grateful and appreciative. You can 

send a donation to the Parish Office. Please note clearly that it is for the new 

Paschal Candles and list the name of who you wish to remember. 

LET’S HAVE A GOOD LENT! 

ABSTINENCE and FASTING*  
All Catholics who have reached their fourteenth (14th) year are bound to abstain en-
tirely from meat on all the Fridays of Lent.  
 

All Catholics between the ages of eighteen (18) and fifty-nine (59) inclusive are also bound to observe the 
law of fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. This means limiting oneself to a single full meal and 

avoiding food between meals. Two other light meals, which together do not equal a full meal, may be 
taken during the day. Those whose work or health would be impaired are excused from fast and absti-

nence. Individual conscience should decide proper cause for excuse. A more serious reason is required to 
excuse oneself from the Ash Wednesday and Good Friday fast and abstinence.

Vespers—Evening Prayer*
Saturdays & Sundays  after the evening Masses 

“Vespers  is  celebrated  in  the  evening  when  the  day  is  drawing  to  a  close,  so  that  ‘we  may give  thanks  for

presider of the prayer will guide through this prayer. Generally, Evening Prayer is about ten minutes in 
length.
