A Message from the Director of Faith Formation... 
~Matthew: 16:24 

 In today’s first reading, we meet a very exhausted and frustrated Jeremiah, a prophet whose message 
(warning the Israelites of the consequences of straying from God’s Commandments) had fallen on deaf ears 
and was leading him to be persecuted. Jeremiah is one of my favorite Old Testament figures partly because of 
his gut-level honesty when he talks to God. He does not sugar-coat his disappointment or anger with false pie-
ty but pours out his heart to God.  
 As we move from Summer to Fall, and the start of a new school year quickly approaches, many of us may be 
filled with anxiety or simply overwhelmed by the days ahead, perhaps consumed by business. For some, an 
illness or sudden loss of a family member or friend may have caused our prayer life to dry up. Jeremiah shows 
us that making time to approach God with our daily troubles is vital if we want to grow in our faith and not 
give into despair. He also provides an important example of listening in prayer—once Jeremiah expresses his 
grief, he gives room and silence for God to respond in his heart. 
 Jeremiah also is an example of what Jesus speaks about in today’s Gospel — he takes up his cross and fol-
lows the “fire burning in [his] heart” (Jeremiah 20:9) to preach conversion to the Israelites. He is faithful to 
God, who eventually answers his prayer with a comforting reminder that is meant for each of us:  
 

“For I know well the plans I have in mind for you...plans for your welfare and not for woe, so as to give you a fu-
ture of hope When you call me, and come and pray to me, I will listen to you. When you look for me, you will find 

me. Yes, when you seek me with all your heart...” ~Jeremiah 29:11-13
