REFLEXIONES PARA ENVIAR A SU HIJO DE REGRESO A LA ESCUELA:
MOCHILAS Y COVID-19:

Este afo es particularmente desafiante ya que los padres se preparan para enviar a sus hijos "de regreso a
la escuela". En afios anteriores, septiembre se anunciaba como una época de comienzos marcada por
nuevos utiles escolares, zapatos nuevos, cortes de pelo, ropa o uniformes nuevos; todo en prevision de
ese "primer dia de clases". Este afio serd diferente. Las mochilas llenas de lapices, cuadernos y carpetas
nuevas también contendran desinfectantes de manos, mascaras y pafiuelos adicionales. A medida que los
padres envian a sus hijos a la escuela, puede haber una "estocada adicional en el corazon" de ansiedad y
preocupacion alimentada por preguntas relacionadas con la pandemia: ";Estard mi hijo seguro, protegido
contra el virus?" Mucho estd, y ha estado, fuera de nuestro control estos ultimos meses. El virus nos ha
trastornado, muchos aspectos de nuestras vidas han sido alterados. No hay respuestas faciles ni solucio-
nes rapidas, por lo que confiamos en las "mejores practicas" definidas por los profesionales para mante-
ner a nuestros nifios y a nosotros mismos seguros y saludables.

He aqui algunas sugerencias para facilitarle la transicion a la escuela a usted y empoderar a su hijo en el
proceso.

Como adultos, establecemos el tono emocional para nuestros hijos. Los nifios toman sus sefales de no-
sotros. Si parecemos demasiado ansiosos, preocupados, angustiados, estos sentimientos se pueden trans-
mitir a nuestros hijos. Lo ultimo que queremos hacer es generar mas ansiedad en nuestros hijos cuando
regresen a la escuela. Recuerde, hace seis meses los nifios estaban sentados junto a sus amigos en las au-
las; almorzaban en la cafeteria mientras estaban sentados con sus compaiieros; jugando en patios de re-
creo. De repente, abruptamente, las puertas de la escuela se cerraron, los pasillos en silencio, las aulas
vacias, los patios de recreo abandonados. Refugiarse en casa se convirtié en la nueva norma. Algunos
nifios navegaran el regreso a la escuela con facilidad, aliviados de estar una vez mas con amigos, de re-
greso a la rutina; regresando a la escuela aparentemente sin cuidado. Para otros, la interrupcion de hace
seis meses puede expresarse como un trasfondo de preocupacion y miedo que surgen en declaraciones
como: "Tengo miedo de que..." 0 ";Y s1...7", ";Codmo sabré qué ...7" otros nifios, en particular aquellos
que han experimentado una pérdida debido a la pandemia, pueden exhibir comportamientos de ansiedad
por separacion: aferrarse a usted, llorar e incluso enfermarse fisicamente. Como adultos solidarios, emo-
cionalmente presentes con nuestros hijos, los escuchamos, apoyamos y tranquilizamos. Proporcionamos
el "lugar de seguridad emocional" para los miedos, preocupaciones e inquietudes de nuestros hijos y, al
hacerlo, les permitimos cruzar las puertas de la escuela, esperanzados que lo hacen sin preocupacion.

La rutina proporciona una sensacion de seguridad y proteccion, especialmente para los nifios mas peque-
fos. Este ano, establezca una "Rutina de casa desde la escuela". ;Quiere que su hijo use desinfectante de
manos cuando entre por la puerta? ;Quitar los zapatos? ;Cambiarse de ropa? ;Tomar una ducha o un ba-
fio para "refrescarse"? ;Y la mochila? ;Doénde la colocara su hijo? ;Fuera de la puerta? Sea claro al co-
mienzo del afio escolar y capacite a su hijo para que tenga el control de esta rutina.

(Qué ayudara a su hijo a sentirse seguro al comenzar el afio escolar? ;Serd esa mascarilla extra en la mo-
chila? O ponerle una foto de alguien especial en el bolsillo de su mochila. Quizas sea una nota de usted.

Preguntele a su hijo qué puede ayudarlo a sentirse menos preocupado y asustado. Los adultos llevan ro-
sarios y rezan - jqué le ayudaria a su hijo?

Piense en la resolucién de problemas antes de que ocurra. La preocupacion y el miedo son el caldo de
cultivo para que los monstruos se conviertan en pesadillas. Al discutir las situaciones hipotéticas y desa-
rrollar planes de contingencia, su hijo sabra qué esperar. Usted reduce el miedo reemplazando lo desco-
nocido con conocimiento apropiado para la edad. Esté preparado para responder con calma y tranquili-
dad a la pregunta: ";Qué pasa si no me siento bien en la escuela...? "

Hubo un tiempo en el que llevar méscaras era divertido. Era Halloween. Hoy la narrativa es "jLos héroes
usan mascaras!" Anime a su hijo a ser el héroe / heroina usando su mascara. Incluya una "selfie de rostro
completo" de su hijo sin mascara. Esto puede reducir el impulso de quitarse la mascara para mostrarles a

los demas "cémo se ven".

Finalmente, apoye a los profesionales de nuestras escuelas. Maestros, enfermeras, consejeros, trabajado-
res sociales, todos dedicados a servir a su hijo y a su familia para brindar una experiencia académica po-
sitiva. Recuerde, ellos seran los socorristas de primera linea que son miembros de su equipo. El personal
de secretarias, personal de limpieza y mantenimiento, ellos también experimentan las mismas inquietu-
des y ansiedades, agradézcales su servicio y dedicacion. Y no se olvide de los guardias de cruce de calle y
los conductores de autobuses. Muchas lecciones valiosas en medio de esta pandemia, quizas la més im-
portante... estamos todos juntos en esto. Y juntos todos podemos marcar la diferencia. Bendiciones y
buena suerte!
